Entries nmust be clearly marked with top, front, artist’s
nane, title of work, medium dinmensions (HxWkD), and nunber as listed on
the entry form Additional slides of a single 3-D work may be sent at no
extra charge. For greater chance of selection, please be sure that the
slides are of professional quality, w thout dust or scratches.
